2. Sheffield City Council Scrutiny Board re Carbon Reduction Plan

Following the Lib Dem motion passed by Council in Nov a report had been presented to the Culture, Economy and Sustainability Scrutiny Board by Andy Nolan, Climate Change officer, explaining what Sheffield is doing on Carbon Reduction. This report did not contain any recommendations, and councillors’ responses had not moved towards pressing for action in line with the motion. SCACC members had attended and been able to ask questions – they were surprised at how little follow-through there was from the Lib Dem group on this matter. 
It was agreed to write to Jan Wilson, Leader of the Council, to ask why a matter which had been democratically agreed by the Council did not appear to be being actioned. Jenny Patient to draft the letter. We would also write to the Lib Dems to express our concern at their lack of follow-through.
3. Report from CRAG
Sheffield Carbon Reduction Action Group would start its year from 1st April with an aim to make people aware and encourage them to change habits.
On local/national emissions – see Defra site for the Local Government Performance Indicator to see how Sheffield is doing. See also Guardian report 17th March that UK emissions have not reduced.
4. Report from CAGs

A review meeting for the Sheffield Climate Action Groups will be held on Tues 22nd April at Houlden Hall, Norfolk Row (near St Maries Catholic Cathedral). 5. Report on Wind Power meeting

Rick Morgan who lives in High Green had attended the meeting re proposed turbines in Westwood Country Park. Only one person spoke in favour and there was a vocal anti-wind contingent. The plan is that a developer will do a feasibility study. 

6. Sheffield Community Renewables

 This group are pushing the community benefits of community-controlled renewables. They are meeting Andy Nolan and Cllr Mary Lea on 7th April and on 30th April will hold a public meeting launch their scheme which will seek community investment and use revenue for community projects.

Susannah is producing postcards for the public to contact councillors about responding to climate change by carbon reduction. A revised design will be circulated and printed for 5th April.

There will be an action/demonstration at Heathrow on Sat 31st May.
Transition Towns are holding a gathering at Hereford 11th-13th April.

Information was circulated about a ‘Play in a Day’ event in Leeds 20th April, and about Climate Camp which will take place in August.
9. SCACC Manifesto
There was support for the idea of producing a document that would take SCACC beyond saying ‘do something’ and towards saying what needs to happen. Rob Pilling to co-ordinate the group of volunteers who wish to be involved in drafting this.
10. Food, Health and Climate Change
Heather heather.hunt@blueyonder.co.uk had attended a meeting of the Health Partnership Network and is promoting the idea of a Local Food Strategy – a funding bid is being made for this.
